In the news lately, weôve been hearing about a ñbig, beautiful budget billò working its way through  

Congress. It is truly disturbing to hear the word ñbeautifulò used to describe a bill that takes from the 

poor and gives to the rich ï as SNAP and Medicaid would be slashed while tax cuts would be given to  

the wealthiest Americans. This is completely counter to what Jesus and the prophets preached. As  

theologians of the cross, we need to call a thing what it is ï this bill is not óbeautiful,ô it is ugly, cruel,  

regressive, and oppressive.  

 

As people of faith, we can and should speak out against this billï and, even as we say NO, we can say 

YES to big, beautiful visions of beloved community that the Spirit is seeding in our congregation, in our 

ministries, in our neighborhood, and beyond. It was in the context of the Roman Empireôs oppressive  

regime that Jesus said: "The kingdom of God is among you.ò This is still true today, as we plead: ñThy 

kingdom come, Thy will be done, on earth as in heavenòéeven in and among us. The Spirit is never 

done.  

  

Here are some places where I see us saying a collective ñYESò to big, beautiful visions of beloved  

community:  

 

¶ In our property project with OSCS as we seek to build more supportive housing units, make  

a beautiful, welcoming school space for the English Learning Centerôs immigrant students, walk with  

Indigenous Protector Movement towards a land transfer in a spirit of reparation, and enflesh our  

climate justice commitments (read article below for more, and come to our June 8 congregational  

update at 9am!)  

¶ In our partnership with San Pablo/St. Paulôs Lutheran and All Nations Indian Church to nurture  

children in our congregations and neighborhood, getting off the ground with our June 7 shared event 

ï ñThe Spirit is alive!ò  

¶ In showing up at the Capitol with Unidos MN and ISAIAH to speak out against cutting Minnesota 

Care for undocumented immigrant adults  

¶ In celebrating one another, praying for one another, welcoming one another, and embracing our new  

Co-Directors of Music and Worship, Kent and Alyssa and the fresh gifts they bring  

¶ In Building Beloved Community Day Camp the week of June 16, where we will welcome 100 kids 

and youth and offer them spiritual and practical tools for building beloved community  

 

Some of these things might not seem so ñbig,ò especially compared to what weôre facing at the federal 

level, but we know we have a God who does big things with little things the size of mustard seeds. As we 

celebrate Pentecost on June 8, letôs get curious and attentive to the ways the Spirit is seeding gifts, 

dreams and visions among us. Thanks be to God that the Spiritôs work is never done.

Too many natural disasters occurred this past year in the United States and flooding is one of the most  

common natural disasters.  Across the country, Lutheran Disaster Response (LDR) supports communities as 

they recover from devastating floodwaters. In late September, Hurricane Helene hit the coast of Florida as a 

Category 4 hurricane and moved inland as a deadly storm, leaving devastation throughout the southeastern 

United States. Hurricane Milton hit Florida as a powerful Category 3 hurricane, bringing storm surge, heavy 

rains, winds and tornadoes. Milton is one of the strongest hurricanes to hit the area in decades. LDR responded 

by providing immediate relief, such as water, food, clothing, gift cards, tarps and other needs. LDR also  

provides support for long-term recovery, for emotional and spiritual care, and for educational training of syn-

ods and partners in affected regions.

Indigenous Protector Movement MOU and Capital  

Campaign

On Pentecost Sunday, June 8, leaders from OSLC and OSCS will share a congregational property update in the 

Hospitality Center at 9am and welcome your thoughts and conversation. We will primarily focus on two topics 

ï our growing relationship with Indigenous Protector Movement, and our upcoming capital campaign.  

The OSLC Church Council, Joint Property Committee, and Reparations Team have been making strides in 

continuing to build our relationship with Indigenous Protector Movement (IPM), an organization that continues 

to do transformative, healing community work in our neighborhood. Specifically, we have been working  

together with IPM to move towards an MOU to transfer the Green House property, which is a double lot, to 

IPM on October 1, 2026. This timeline has been carefully thought out, and we will share more details on June 

8. This land transfer puts flesh on our commitments to reparative actions, dismantling white supremacy, and 

deepening relationships in the neighborhood.    

 

IPM has provided this write-up of their vision for the Green House and adjacent vacant lot: 

The Indigenous Protector Movement (IPM) envisions the Green House and surrounding land as a sacred 

space for healing, recovery, and community building. Our goal is to establish a community house that offers 

housing rooted in Indigenous values, cultural practices, and mutual care.  
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In addition to providing housing, we hope the Green House can serve as a hub for community programming, 

including talking circles, harm reduction outreach, traditional healing, ceremony, and skill-building  

workshops. We see this land as a place where our people can reconnect with cultural practices, find safety, 

and take part in the long-term work of restoring wellness and sovereignty in our urban Indigenous  

communities while serving as headquarters for the Indigenous Protector Movement.

A goal we share with IPM is to have opportunities over the coming months to continue to get to know each 

other. All of us ï OSCS, OSLC, and IPM ï want to build community together, now and in the future. To that 

end, there will be a community cookout on Friday, June 27, which will include IPM, OSLC and OSCS. 

More details to come! For now, save the date.  

 

Our second topic will include sharing a timeline for our capital campaign. We will be heading into a feasibility 

study for our capital campaign over the coming months, followed by a quiet phase and active public campaign 

(assuming our feasibility study gives us the green light). The feasibility study will include interviewing  

members, OSCS donors, foundations and others about our vision and will help us gauge the level of support 

thatôs out there for our project.  

 

I hope you can join us on June 8. We will provide a Zoom link for those who need to join online. Bring your 

questions, your wonderings, your visions for big, beautiful beloved community and your yearnings for a world 

healed and repaired.

His extensive training experience has been enriched by his  

tenure as a lecturer at Bethlehem University, where he taught psychology and social work, and his time as the 

founder and director of Diyar Theatre and as the Director of East Jerusalem YMCA's Rehabilitation Program, 

where he led a team of 70 staff members, trainers, counselors, and coordinators in delivering lifesaving  

psychosocial support. A strong advocate for collective justice as a key element of healing from both individual 

and intergenerational trauma, Rami was recognized with the 2015 Arab World Social Innovator Award by the 

Synergos Institute.
